Beyodlu, having 4500 years of history, is one of the wor-
Id’s most important residential areas. It has been a sta-
ge for civilisations and cultures.

Beyoglu, being a living and residential center as long as
2600 years, preserves ancient traces from Genoese, By-
zantium, Arab and Ottoman periods, and demonstrates
a parade of complementary civilisations. Beyoglu, from
the past to the present, has been a center of accumula-
tion for trading, religious, political, cultural, artistic and in-
tellectual activities.

Venetians and Genoese who came to Istanbul for trading
purpose have constructed strong walls around Galata by
taking advantage of the internal disturbances prevailing
at that time in Byzantine. The present Galata Tower was
built in 13th century as part of their fortifications. Later
in the same century, the administration of Galata was
transferred to Genoese merchants who eventually became
an independent colony. Galata, for hundreds of years, has
maintained its position as a major trading point. This pri-
vilege granted by the Ottoman administration has been
an initiatory step towards formation of today’s Galata.
